As linear problems exist widely in various areas of science and technology and some non-linear problems can also be transformed to linear problems under certain conditions, the basic theories and methods introduced by this course can be applied to various disciplines. Especially with the popularization of computer nowadays, this course plays a more important role. Through teaching, students can command the basic theories and methods of linear algebra, which on one hand, lays the necessary foundation for students to study relevant courses and broaden their mathematical knowledge further, on the other hand, nurtures students’ mathematical modeling and real problem solving ability.

The main content of this course are: the rank of the linear correlation matrix of n-order determinant, matrix operations, vector group, linear equations, similar to the matrix and the quadratic, linear space and linear transformation.

The course also intends to train learners’ communicative ability in English, and instructs effective learning methods, train student to think logically, so as to lay a solid foundation for further learning.

The course is characterized in that all the materials employed are systematic and selected, with a comprehensive training of language skills.

The students are required to be able to understand various audio and video materials by English native speakers with an intermediate level, grasp the main and central ideas of the materials and other broadcasting materials.

    Oral English
Credit：4
Class hour：72
Main Content: This is an oral class that focus on oral communication within a business and organizational contxt. Class sessions is variety of, including lectures, audio/video/PowerPoint presentations, small group discussions, presentations, case studies, exams, and readings. Upon successful completion of this course, the students can learn much, like: Demonstrate personal and professional communication effectiveness in situations encountered in the workplace; Explain communication theory and its application to the workplace; Manage fears about speaking in business, organizational and public situations, etc.

    English Composition I
Credit：3
Class hour：54
Main Content: Students will develop writing skills through a variety of individual and group activities.  This course focuses mainly on paragraph-essay development as well as improvement of sentence level skills such as punctuation, grammar, and structure.  Students will learn to approach writing through critical thinking and recursive (drafting) writing processes.  Students will also learn how to apply their writing skills academically and in the working world.

         On successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

· Write complete, grammatically correct sentences;

· Identify audience and purpose for a writing assignment and use   appropriate language and style; 

· Identify and correct basic problems in grammar, punctuation, and mechanics;

· Organize, develop, and write a coherent paragraph with topic sentence, supporting details, and concluding sentence;

· Plan, organize, develop, and write logical and coherent essays that contains a thesis statement, coherent body paragraphs, and a conclusion.

    Micro—Economics 
Credits: 3
Class hours: 54
Main Content: Microeconomics is an elementary course for economics majors. Microeconomics focuses on individual economic unit, i.e. an individual producer, an individual consumer, or an individual marketing event, analyzing how an individual producer allocates the limited resources in his production activities with a view to achieve the maximum profit; how an individual consumer spreads his income on various items to derive the greatest satisfaction; what factors determine the volume and costs of production, and how to determine the product factors and profits; what factors determine the income of the productive factors’ suppliers; and how to determine the value of an individual product, supply and demand, and its market price. From the study of this course, students are expected to learn how a microeconomic player arrives to the best decision and how different economic subjects are related to each other. 

            The teaching of this course is divided into various chapters, which cover different topics ranging from supply vs. demand, theory of elasticity, consumer utility, an analysis of a competitive market, production, costs, markets of products, markets of productive factors, welfare economics and general equilibrium, game theory and theory of market’s inactivity. Evaluation of students’ performance will take into account the students’ classroom performance and the scores in final test, which comprises case analysis and calculation. 
    宏观经济学

主要内容 :宏观经济学是经济、金融类专业的基础课程，在理论分析之上，强调对现实经济问题的理解和思辨。通过本课程的学习，要求学生掌握宏观经济变量的度量及其基本关系；掌握IS-LM模型和AD-AS模型，并能够熟练地使用这两个分析工具来解释宏观经济失衡与波动的原因，深刻地理解宏观经济政策在短期和长期中的经济影响。

    Macroeconomics

Credits: 3
Class hours: 54

Main Content: Macroeconomics is a foundation course of economics, finance majors, which focuses on understandings and critics regarding real economic problems based on theoretical analyses. This course requires students: to grasp measurement, variables and the basic relationships in macroeconomics; to grasp the IS-LM model and AD-AS model; to be proficient in the use of these two analytical tools to explain the cause of macroeconomic imbalances and volatility; to reach a profound understanding of the economic impact of macroeconomic policies in the short-and long-term.

            This course introduces the basic theories of modern macroeconomics, covering economic growth, unemployment, inflation, open economy, monetary and fiscal policies, macroeconomic thinking, evolution, etc. With the analytical tools of the IS-LM model and AD-AS model, the course introduces the intrinsic link between the macroeconomic key variables, the reasons of the macro-economic short-term fluctuations, macroeconomic policy tools and their mechanism of action, the effectiveness of macroeconomic policies and its total economic and micro main impact. Within the framework of neoclassical theory, it furthers to describe the mechanism and the power of a country's long-term economic growth. This course also incorporates macroeconomic events, summarizes the consensus and compares different schools of macroeconomic theory, and their complementarities in order to form a framework for understanding modern macroeconomic theory. The results of this course by the usual results and final written examinations, the examination of alternative kinds of questions, including the mapping problem, calculation problems, discrimination problems, and questions of materials analysis.

 Business Statistics                    

Credits: 3

Class Hours: 54
Main Content: This is a course in the basic statistical concepts and methods common in business applications. The emphasis is on parametric techniques used to describe and compare samples and populations. The goal is to introduce you to a new way of thinking about data, and help you to gain an understanding of how to use, communicate, and interpret statistics. It is a foundation course required of all business majors because statistics is an integral part of the structure and functions of business. Most practical examples are selected from real data and events from the United States. The knowledge and skills you acquire will help you in more advanced business courses and in your future business career. Another important feature of this course is that it will be fully taught in English so it gives you an advanced training in a foreign language setting. 
    会计学

总学时：54

主要内容：会计学是经济、金融类专业的基础课，是一门实践性和操作性较强的课程。通过本课程的学习，要求学生掌握借贷复式记账法的原理及运用；掌握工业企业的基本会计处理过程，能熟练地完成编制会计凭证、登记账簿、编制报表的全过程；了解账户的分类、财产清查及错账的更正方法；能利用报表资料对企业的偿债能力、营运能力和盈利能力进行简单的分析。

          本课程系统介绍会计学的基本理论、会计科目和账户的设置、借贷复式记账法的应用，并以制造业为例说明企业从投入资产开始，到使用资金、利润结算和分配的会计核算全过程，同时结合会计核算的三个主要环节，介绍企业会计凭证体系的设置、会计账簿体系的设置、简单的成本核算过程、财产清查的实施以及会计报表的编制等内容。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试组成，考试题型包括单选题、多选题、是非题和业务题。

     Accounting
Credits: 3
Class hours: 54

Main Content:Accounting in economics, finance majors   is a practical and highly operative course. This course requires students to master the principles and use of double entry bookkeeping in debit and credit; to grasp the basic accounting process of industrial enterprises and skilled preparation of accounting documents, registration books,  whole process of preparation of the report; to understand the classification of the account, property inventory and correction of the wrong accounts; to be able to use  report data on the enterprise's solvency, operational capability and profitability of a simple analysis.

          This course describes the basic theories of accounting, accounts and account settings, the application of double-entry bookkeeping method of borrowing, and exemplification of a manufacturing enterprise invested assets, the use of funds, settlement of profits and allocation accounting process. Combined with the three main components of the accounting, it introduces the system settings of corporate accounting documents, accounting books and system settings, a simple cost accounting process, the implementation of the property inventory and the preparation of accounting statements, and others. The course evaluation consists of quizzes and final exams, in the form of multiple choice, true or false, and case analyses.

    Management Accounting
Credits: 3
Class hours: 54

Main Content:As a compulsory course of economics major, management accounting is interdisciplinary subject of mutual penetration and integration. This course requires students to master the concepts and theories of management accounting, the use of volume-profit analysis, variable costs calculation, prediction analysis, decision analysis, budget management, cost control, accountability, appraisal and other special methods. Students can put relative knowledge in business management activities so as to improve the analysis and the ability to solve business management problems.

          This course introduces the basic theory of modern management accounting, cost behavior analysis and variable cost methods, volume-profit analysis, business decision analysis and long-term investment decisions, the overall budget management of modern cost management, enterprise organization and responsibility accounting, key performance Indication etc In addition to a detailed analysis of the past, it is more important to make scientific planning of the future and to control the economic activities of enterprises, in accordance with the objectives set by the scientific decision-making. The course evaluation consists of quizzes and final exams, in the form of multiple choices, true or false, and case questions.
    商法

主要内容：商法学是经济、金融类专业的基础课，注重原理与实践的结合，法律法规与商事业务的结合，以及民法、经济法、刑法等知识的结合。通过本课程的学习，学生应了解和掌握我国现行商事和金融法律基本体系和制度，并能运用所学法律知识分析问题。

          本课程以现行商事法律法规为主要内容，按照商法体系的不同门类，系统介绍公司法律制度、商业银行法律制度（主要为贷款及担保法律制度）、票据法律制度、证券发行、交易和发行法律制度、保险合同法律制度等内容，重点介绍公司企业在商事实践活动中涉及的金融法律体系和规章制度。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试组成，考试题型案例分析题。

     Business Laws

 Credits: 3 
Class hours: 54

 Main Content: Commercial Law is a professional basic course of economics and finance majors, focusing on the combination of principle and practice, a combination of laws and regulations of the commercial business, and the combination of knowledge of civil law, economic law, and criminal law. Through this course, students are to understand and grasp our current commercial and financial laws and the basic system and the rules, and apply the legal knowledge to analyze issues.

          This course deals with current commercial laws and regulations. Based on different categories of commercial law system, the course introduces legal system, legal system of commercial banks (mainly loans and guarantee the legal system), legal system of bills, securities issuance, trading and distribution of the legal system, insurance contract law system, focusing on companies involved in commercial practice activities of the financial legal system and regulations. The course evaluation consists of quizzes and final exams, mainly in the form of case questions.
Foundations of Business
Credits: 2
Class hours:36

 Main Content: This is an introductory business course that covers the most important areas of management, production, marketing, finance and macroeconomics. It also provides students with at least an upper-intermediate level of English who need to understand and express the key concepts of business and economics. Students will learn to improve their communication, ethics, reasoning, and critical thinking ability as well as language skills. All these facets will be presented mainly by lectures, overhead projector, case study, and group discussions.

主要内容：金融学是经济学专业的基础课，是一门理论联系实际的课程。通过本课程的学习要求学生掌握金融学科的基础知识，包括金融体系的构成要素、金融资产与金融市场和金融中介的微观结构及运行、金融制度等；掌握现代微观金融的三大分析支柱：货币的时间价值（利率）、金融资产价值评估、金融风险管理的相关理论与实务；掌握货币的供给与需求、通货膨胀与通货紧缩、货币金融政策、金融稳定与金融监管等宏观金融理论并能联系实际分析问题。              

          本课程系统介绍了金融体系、微观金融和宏观金融三大部分内容。金融体系主要是考察整个金融体系的各组成要素特征及其运行框架；微观金融主要研究金融体系中现代金融活动的微观主体（如企业、金融机构、个人和作为投融资主体的政府等）的投融资行为，金融资产价值评估，在不确定条件下金融资源的跨期配置等微观层面的金融活动；宏观金融主要是从总体上研究货币金融资源的供求、均衡与调控，以及金融行业持续稳健运行的问题，探讨金融系统中各构成部分之间的相互作用，作为一个有机整体的经济行为及其效率，金融与经济之间的相互作用等问题。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试组成，考试题型包括单选题、多选题、是非题和案例分析题。平时要求学生进行案例分析、PPT展示、撰写案例分析报告。
    Finance 
Credits: 3
Class hours: 54

Main Content:Finance is the basic course for students majoring in economics, integrating theory with practice. By studying this course, students can grasp financial discipline, including formation elements of financial system, financial assets, microstructure and operation of financial market and financial intermediary, and financial system. At the same time, students can grasp the three analytical pillars of modern micro-finance: the currency time value (interest rate), finance assets value assessment and financial risks management. Students can also grasp the macro-finance theory including monetary supply and demand, inflation and deflation, monetary and financial policy, financial stability and financial regulation. 
This Course introduces three parts: financial systems, micro-finance and macro-finance. Financial systems focus on the characteristics of the composition elements and their working frame. Micro-finance mainly studies the investment and financing behavior of the financial agents (enterprise, financial institution, individual and government), finance assets value assessment, and financial resource allocation under uncertain conditions in financial systems. Macro-finance focuses on the supply and demand, the equilibrium of monetary and financial resource and sustained development of financial industry. Macro-finance will discuss the interplay of composition elements in finance systems their efficiency, and the relationship between finance and economy. 

          This course evaluation consists of two parts: regular performance and final written exam performance. The exam paper structure includes the single-choice, multiple-choice, true and false and case analysis. As for regular assignments, students should carry out case analysis, PPT shows and written report.

    Industrial Economics 
Credits: 2
Class hours:36
Main Content: 1. Industrial organization theory: Industrial organization theory is the main content of industrial economics, including chapter two to chapter five; the corresponding class hour is 18 classes. 2. Industrial structure theory: Industrial structure theory mainly studies the connections between industries and their interactions, including chapter six to chapter nine, the corresponding class hour is 14 classes. 3. Industrial management theory: Industrial management theory studies the formulation, implementation of industrial policy and industrial regulation, including chapter ten to chapter thirteen, the corresponding class hour is 10 classes. 4. Industrial development theory: Industrial development theory and prospective on Chinese industrial development, including chapters fourteen to chapter fifteen, the corresponding class hour is 6 classes. 
Industrial economics takes market operation, the centre concept of micro-economics as study object. After having experienced early empiricism and 1970's rises, industrial economics becomes one of the main fields of economics. It includes enterprise theory , marketplace behavior characteristics having nothing to do with tactics, monopolists’  choice of  price and quality, product line, advertisement and distributing structure, under oligarch marketplace condition, choice of price, product capacity, product positioning, R&D and other tactics variables. Large amount of some basic concept of the game theory have been applied.

    International Finance 
Credits: 3

Class hours: 54
Main Content: International Finance is an elementary course for both Economics and Finance majors. It attaches importance to both theoretic studies and practices. Students are expected to understand the basic concepts and principles in terms of international trade balance, foreign exchange rate, international financial market, international financial system, foreign exchange and management of foreign debt from the study of this course. Students are also expected to get familiar with knowledge as well as skills in terms of foreign exchange transactions, international financing and prevention of potential risks involved in foreign exchange trading activities. In addition students are expected to achieve an overall and precise understanding of theories in terms of international trading balance, foreign exchange rate and international monetary reserve. 

          Chapter One: A systemic introduction to the basics of international financial market    and its trading activities, including foreign exchange, exchange rate, foreign exchange market, foreign exchange derivatives’ market, offshore financial market, international assets portfolio investment; 

  Chapter Two: Theories and practices of MNCs’ corporate finance, including management of foreign exchange trading risks, FDI, Current assets/liabilities management, and Non-current assets/liabilities management; 

Chapter Three: A systemic introduction to theories and policies in terms of domestic and international trade balance, including international trade balance, choice of foreign exchange institutions, theories in terms of domestic and international trade balance, international capital movement and financial crisis. 
   国际贸易
学分：3     
总学时：54

主要内容:国际贸易是经济专业和国际贸易专业的专业学位课程。通过本课程的学习，使学生全面、系统地掌握国际贸易的基本理论、基本规律、基本技能和基本方法，认识国际贸易的专业性和复杂性，了解我国对外经济活动的方针政策以及国际社会普遍接受的各种贸易做法，从而培养在全球经济一体化的国际环境中正确分析和解决国际贸易基础问题的能力，也为学习其他国际经济课程，以及在毕业后做好经济管理或对外贸易工作打下良好的基础。

    International Trade
Credits: 3

Class hours: 54

Main Content: This course is for both Economic and International Trade majors who are working towards their bachelors’ degrees. Students are expected to achieve a comprehensive and systemic understanding of the basic theories, principles, skills and practices in terms of international trade. Students are also expected to learn of the highly-specialized knowledge and practices as well as the complications involved in international trading. China’s international trade policies and the internationally accepted practices will also be touched upon in this course. Students will develop their skills in making correct analysis in a globalized trading environment and abilities to solve day-to-day problems in international trade. It will also lay a solid foundation for the study of other international economics courses and for the students’ taking up corporate management jobs or foreign trade activities after their graduation. 

     This course provides a systemic introduction to basic theories in international trade as well as in-depth analysis of international trade policies and measures to implement international trade policies. The course will also explain in detail the knowledge and practices involved in international trade, including the laws and regulations governing international trade activities, negotiations in international trade, contracts and agreements, terminologies and payment of international bank loans. The course will also familiarize the students with regional trade alliances and world trade organizations, elevating their knowledge of the organizational safeguards in international trade. 

     The evaluation of students’ performance will take into account the classroom performance and scores in final test, which comprises multiple choices, True or False questions and case analysis. 
    经济学说史
学分：2  
总学时：36
主要内容：经济学说史是经济类专业的一门核心课程，本课程的重要性在于对经济学抽象理论体系的充实和加固，以追根溯源的方式展现经济思想的变迁。通过本课程的学习，要求学生阅读一定量的经济著作，以此了解现代经济学发展的历史，理清经济思想发展的脉络；掌握历史上主要经济学流派的基本思想以及这些思想之间的差异、共识、批判和传承。在此基础上，深刻理解蕴藏在现代经济理论中的思想精髓。

          本课程主要介绍自古希腊罗马时期开始，至第二次世界大战之前的主要经济学说，以经济思想的历史变迁为主线。主要内容包括：古希腊罗马时期的经济思想、重商主义和重农主义、亚当·斯密确立的英国古典经济学体系、大卫·李嘉图的劳动价值论及其对古典经济学的发展、约翰·穆勒的综合体系、边际革命与边际学派、阿尔弗雷德·马歇尔的新古典经济学说、不完全竞争理论等。同时，本课程通过比较和归纳的方法，侧重于各种经济思想的传承与发展，适当讲授二战以后主流经济学理论的演变情况。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试成绩组成，考试的备选题型包括英文翻译题、辨析题、材料分析题和小论文。

    The History of Economic Thought
Credits:2
Class hours: 36
Main Content: The importance of the History of Economic Thought, as one of the core courses in the study of Economics, is that students can consolidate their understanding of the relatively abstract economic theories by tracing the evolutionary course of economic thoughts. The study of this course involves reading of classical works of economics, which will help the students better understand how contemporary economics developed and better grasp the logics underpinning the development of economic thought, i.e. the basic ideas of the major schools of thought in history, the common ground vs. the differences between these schools of thought, and how one school of thought is related to previous ones: further development of ideas and/or critical revisions. The study will lead to a critical insight into the gist of ideas found in modern economic theories. 

The course covers all the major economic theories between the period of ancient Grecian Republic and Roman Empires and the years preceding the breakout of WWII. It follows the historical evolution of economic thoughts, from the ones in the period of ancient Grecian Republic and Roman Empire, Mercantilism, Physiocracy, Classical Economics founded by Adam Smith, David Ricardo’s labor theory of value and his contribution to the further development of classical economics, John Stuart Mill’s theoretic system, marginal revolution and marginal utility school of economics, Alfred Marshal’s neo-classical economic theories, imperfect competition, etc.  In the meantime, this course will, by means of comparison and in ference, emphasize how economic theories are related to each other. How mainstream economic thoughts evolved in post-WWII years will be touched upon in this course as well. The evaluation of students’ performance will take into account the classroom performance and scores in final test, which includes translation of excerpts from classics (in English), True or False questions, Case Analysis and mini-essay. 

   管理学
学分：3     
总学时：54
主要内容:管理学原理是经济学、管理学专业必修课程，管理学原理的培养目标是使学生正确理解管理的基本概念，掌握管理的普遍规律、原理和一般方法，并能运用于对实际问题的分析，初步具有解决一般管理问题的能力，培养学生的综合管理素质，为以后进一步学习其他经济与管理课程打下基础，同时为学生将来进入社会各行业有效开展工作建立起管理的基本理念和思维框架，培养管理者的基本素质。

          本课程系统介绍了管理理论的演变与发展趋势，分析了管理的本质和职能，介绍了管理的主体与角色、领导与领导方式、愿景与组织发展、制定决策的方法、计划与行动、组织与流程的设计与优化、管理中的沟通、内部控制、绩效管理与激励、文化与管理创新等，全面勾勒出管理理论与应用的知识框架。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试组成，考试题型包括理论应用分析题和案例分析题。

    Principles of Management 
Credits: 3
Class hours:54
Main Content: This course is a compulsory one for economics and management majors. Students are expected to understand the basic concepts of management and to apply the general principles, theories and methods to the analysis and solution of practical issues based on a firm grasp of what they learn from the text books. The students are so trained as to be prepared for further studies in economics and management as well as their prospective management jobs after their graduation. 

This course is a systemic introduction to the evolution and development of management as an academic discipline. It looks into the essence and functions of management; provides an overview of subjects and different roles in management, leaders and leading styles, vision and organizational development, methods of decision-making, planning and actions, design and improvement of organizational structures and work processes, communication in management, internal control, performance evaluation and motivation, culture and management innovation, etc. It draws a thematic outline of management theories and their application.  The evaluation of students’ performance will take into account the classroom performance and scores in final test, which includes application of management theories and case analysis. 
   经济伦理学
学分：1   
总学时：18
主要内容:经济伦理学是经济类、管理类专业的限定选修课。通过对伦理的经济意义和经济的伦理内涵等经济伦理问题的分析，揭示了经济发展，企业运作过程中的理性力量，阐明了社会主义伦理道德在经济运行中的作用。在知识方面，要求学生了解经济与伦理的辩证统一关系，理解社会主义企业伦理理念，领会伦理作为管理手段的价值并了解其运作机制。在能力与素质方面，要求学生能初步分析有关经济现象内含的伦理涵义，具备较强烈的经济伦理理念。

          本课程从经济伦理学的道德理论基础入手，探讨了经济制度伦理，生产质量伦理、环境伦理、交换伦理，企业家的道德素质，员工消费伦理等一系列问题，结合当今社会的现实案例，有助于学生了解伦理的经济意义特别是经济的伦理内涵，使学生较深刻地认识到经济发展中的理性力量。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末考试成绩组成，平时成绩包括出勤率和两次小组作业的成绩，期末考试由材料题、案例分析题和论述题组成。
    Economic ethics
Credits: 1
Class hours:18
Main Content: This is an optional elective for economics and management majors. It aims to provide an analysis of the economic implications of ethics and the ethical side of economic activities. Based on the analysis, the course is to demonstrate the rational forces in economic development and corporate operations and the functions of socialist ethics in our national economy. Students are expected to learn from the course: a. how economy and ethics are intertwined together; b. the basic corporate ethics in a socialist economy; c. what value ethics can produce as a management tool and how it functions. From the study of this course, students are expected to develop the ability to analyze the ethics entailed in economic phenomenon and to foster a strong sense of economic ethics. 

This course will begin with the fundamental theories in economic ethics before it touches upon ethics topics in different aspects, including economic institutions, production, environment, exchange, business leaders and employees’ consumption. Real cases will be discussed in the course of the study so as to help the students better understand the economic implications of ethics as well as the ethical meaning of economy. Students are expected to gain an insight into the rational forces at work in the economic development. The evaluation of the students’ performance will take into account the students’ classroom performance and the scores in final test. The former is derived from the students’ attendance of lectures and his participation in group work. The final test comprises reading comprehension, case analysis and writing of a brief critique. 

    应用文写作

    Applied Writing
Credits: 1
Class hours:18
Main Content: Applied writing is a basic quality course set up in School of Finance and Business for most majors. Being practicable and applicable is the most important feature of this course. Applied writing enables students to master the formats and methods of commonly applied writing, to master the relevant professional writing styles and their writing methods, to obtain necessary professional writing skills and analytical and processing ability. As a result, overall writing ability of students is improved enough to prepare for the future work, to meet the increasingly urgent demands of the society on applied writing. It also helps to promote all types of professional courses of different majors. The course consists of daily document writing, official papers writing and professional document writing.
    Management Information Systems 

Credit: 3                 
Class Hours: 54
Main Content: This course enables the student to learn about the recent trends and basic concepts of information technology. By the end of the course, the student will be able to:

· Identify the resources and activities that comprise Information Technology

· Comprehend Information Technology terminology

· Use the Internet as an integral communication tool

· Develop a web site using HTML

· Dialogue intelligently about Information Technologies Discussion Issues

The course will feature a combination of lectures, assignments/project, and exams. Students will be tested over the assigned topics, as well as any other material covered by the instructor in class. In addition, students will work in groups to present a recent topic of information technology.

Business Communication
Credit: 3

Class Hours: 54

Main Content:Develop competence in oral communication within a business and organizational context.  Provide the theory and practical skills to be a confident and effective communicator in a variety of business and organizational settings.

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will:

· Demonstrate personal and professional communication effectiveness in situations encountered in the workplace.

· Explain communication theory and its application to the workplace.

· Define communication terms and terminology as applicable to business and organizational situations.

· Recognize cross-cultural and gender awareness and develop and practice appropriate communication skills for use in the multi-cultural workplace.

· Manage fears about speaking in business, organizational and public situations.

· Employ communication strategies and skills in organizational-type situations, including the use of technology in business.

Class sessions will include lectures and audio/video/PowerPoint presentations, small group discussions, presentations, case studies, exams, and readings.  Many of these activities are designed to facilitate your learning experience.  

   Strategic Management

Credit: 3

Class Hours: 54

Main Content:This course integrates the knowledge learned in the business courses along with application to the basic concepts and models of strategic management and leadership to solve actual business problems. Case studies and/or projects are the primary pedagogical methods used to demonstrate knowledge and application of the concepts and models. 

By the end of the semester students will have:

· A comprehensive view of the field with an understanding of how to carry out a strategic analysis within different section sections of an organization.

· An understanding of how to integrate the different levels, facets, and functions of an organization in order to develop a strategy that is relevant to the whole organization as well as each of its parts.

· A knowledge of the tools associated with strategic analysis and an ability to use them in context.

· An improved ability to work cooperatively within a team.

· An improved ability to write clearly.

This course is intended to provide practical application of research and problem solving concepts. Classes will be a mix of lecture, discussion, and individual as well as group projects and assignments.

   Global Economy

Credit: 3

Class Hours: 54

Main Content: This course is a study of the dynamics of the global economy and the challenges the world is facing on its way to a freer and more competitive global economic environment. After a summary review of the some of the characteristics of the world economy, we will turn our attention to the basic economic problems all nations face. We will then examine the role of the economy in the formation of modern nation states. A brief review of some economic principles and tools of analysis will then follow. We will then look at the relationships between states and markets. We will next examine the role of international trade (and finance) and the function of the market in dealing with economic problems. Next, we will look at the special challenges that developed and developing countries encounter in pursuing economic growth in an increasingly competitive economic environment. Finally, we will have a look at the international monetary and financial systems and the role of international and regional institutions in the world’s financial scene. 
The principle objective of this course is to provide students with an in-depth understanding of the dynamics of the world economy and the political and economic challenges nation states face in their pursuit of economic prosperity in an increasingly open and competitive global economic environment. 

Students will: 

· acquire a good understanding of some important economic principles and become familiar with a few simple tools of economic analysis 

· learn about the economic gains from international trade and the potential benefits of Globalization 

· be given an opportunity to study and learn about some of the economic, political and social problems associated with globalization 

· learn about trade restricting policies and their implications 

· learn about various international trade organizations and their evolving functions 

· learn about economic integration and its welfare and efficiency implications 

· learn about the changing role of the government in a globalized world 

· learn about the macroeconomic implications of economic interdependence among nation states 

· learn about some of the political implications of Globalization 

 公共关系学 

学分：1

总学时：18
主要内容：公共关系学是一门以管理组织形象为目标的，横跨多门学科的综合性应用学科，通过对公共关系的基本原理及操作实务的系统学习，使学生能够深刻理解公共关系的基本涵义，了解公共关系在现代社会中的地位和作用，特别是对社会组织生存与发展的意义。学习本课程能够使学生掌握公共关系活动的基本技能和操作手段，在实际工作中能够根据公众的特点正确处理各类公众关系，处理一般公共关系日常事务和在一定条件下处理突发事件，并能够组织与策划公共关系专题活动。主要内容包括:公共关系的本质、要素及职能；各类公众关系处理；公共关系实务；公共关系人员培养。
    Principles Of Public Relations

Credits: 1
Class hours:18
Main Content: This is a comprehensive, interdisciplinary course, aiming at managing the image of the organization. Through systematically learning of the basic principles and operating practices of public relations, it enables students to deeply understand the basic meanings of the Public Relations, to understand the status and roles of public relations in modern society, especially the significance of survival and development of social organizations. Students study the course to be able to master the basic skills and the simple operation means in public relations, to properly cope with various public relations of different public backgrounds, to handle the daily affairs of the general public relations and certain emergencies, and to plan and organize special programs public relations. The main content includes: the nature, elements and functions of public relations, handling of various types of public relations; practice of public relations; public relations staff trainings.

    Marketing
Credits: 3
Class hours:54
Main Content: Marketing Management implies choosing target markets and finding , maintaining , and developing customers through analyzing , focusing , and delivering client  value. Especially with reference to China market the course wants to give basic skills for seeking and use better organizational tools in order to satisfying customers in a challenging market environment. This course provides an overview of marketing principles , basic analysis tools, marketing management methods , and gives  students the opportunity to apply the  concepts they will learn to practical business situations.

    Operation management

Credits: 3
Class hours:54
Main Content: This course is intent to further provide management and analytical concepts/tools for the management of operations and the decision-making process within the scope of the supply chain.  Coverage is topical and will include supply chains issue and strategy, operations management framework, the Six Sigma approach, quality management, demand and supply planning, inventory deployment/control, and transportation networks optimization.  Other topics will be added as the course progresses.  The introduction of concepts via cases is preferred whenever appropriate.

    Financial Risk Management

Credit：3
Class hour：54
Main Content: This course provides a comprehensive examination of corporate and international finance and concentrates on risk management and crisis management, focusing on both theoretical concepts and practical business continuity methods. Focusing on the core concepts of financial research, insurance, and credits risk analysis, the programme offers a blend of theory and practical skills preparing students for success in the workplace in both the private and public sectors.

   Finance Gateway

Credits: 3
Class hours:54
Main Content: This course will review and expand students’ proficiency in the lower division business core courses (financial and managerial accounting, micro and macro economics, business law, and statistics) by integrating and applying these disciplines and tools to solve business problems. It is designed to give students an appreciation for how these business disciplines work together in a business environment. The course also develops critical skills that students will need to succeed in today’s business environment. These skills include building and working in teams, making effective oral presentations, writing clear business reports, and thinking critically, strategically, and ethically in solving business problems.

There are four specific learning objectives for this course:   

· Learn to build and work effectively in teams

· Enhance written and oral communication

· Understand the cross-functional nature of business problems and strategies

· Use ethical thinking in solving business problems 

The class will be conducted in an active learning format where students will be asked to participate actively. The role of the instructor is to help students develop critical business skills. These skills include: teamwork, writing skills, oral presentation skills, review lower division core, strategic, critical, cross-functional and ethical thinking. 
    International Financial Markets

Credits: 3
Class hours:54
Main Content: This course covers the international financial markets and their instruments. The central themes are currency exchange rates, related derivatives securities and international asset allocation. The course will adopt the perspective of international investors as well as the perspective of internationally active firms. The topics covered include international flow of funds, international financial markets, foreign exchange parity conditions, foreign exchange determination, forecasting exchange rates, currency derivatives, country risk analysis, foreign direct investments.

    Financial Management

Credits: 3
Class hours:54
Main Content: This course is intended to provide an overview of finance and supply useful tools for making sound business and personal financial decisions. After learning this course, students can get much from it, like: Understand time value techniques and valuation models; Compute and interpret the key financial ratios and cash flows that are driven by operating and financing decision, etc.
    Managerial Economics
Credit：3
Class hour：54

Main Content:  Managerial Economics is the study of applied microeconomics and the theory of the firm. Topics covered include pricing strategy, game theory, statistics, and business strategy. This course integrates the knowledge learned in the business courses along with application to the basic concepts and models of strategic management and leadership to solve actual business problems. Case studies and/or projects are the primary pedagogical methods used to demonstrate knowledge and application of the concepts and models.

总学时：36

          本课程系统介绍垄断优势等国际直接投资主要理论；介绍与市场、资源、成本和贸易等因素有关的国际直接投资动机；介绍并购、新建、股权安排和非股权安排等国际直接投资方式及其选择原则；介绍综合自然、政治、经济、法律和社会文化的国际投资环境；介绍跨国公司现象及其全球化运营，包括组织构建原则和形式、价格策略、融资策略等；介绍国际直接投资的双边和多边法律保护协定和条约。

          本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试组成，平时成绩以课堂练习和书面论文为主，期末考试题型主要为案例分析。

     Foreign Direct Investment
Credits：2         

Class Hours：36

Main Content: Foreign Direct Investment, theories with practice together, is an optional course for economics and management majors. Through the study of the course, it requires students to master the theories of foreign direct investment; the production and motivations of foreign direct investment; methods and choices for foreign direct investment; constructions and analysis of direct investment environment; protecting laws and managements for foreign investment; the comprehending of transnational enterprise phenomenon, the operations of and its effects to the world economy and the home country. The students can also learn to analyze the influence of foreign investment to China.
The course systematically introduces some main theories of foreign direct investment, e.g., advantages of monopoly. It also introduces the motivations relevant to market, resource, cost and trade of foreign direct investment; methods and its theories of foreign direct investment, like acquisition, new construction, stock-right and non-stock-right allocations; foreign investment environment of the local nature, politics, economy, law and social cultures; transnational enterprise phenomenon and its global operation, including the principle and formation of its organization and its construction, price and finance strategies; bilateral and multilateral protecting agreements and conventions of foreign direct investment.
Evaluation of the course mainly involves regular work and the final written test. Regular work mainly includes in-class practice and written papers; and case analysis dominates the final exam paper.

Thought mainly studying the basics and technical analysis of rational securities investment in the course, students are able to perfect their investment conception, to cultivate and master securities investment skills and to improve their ability of professional analysis.

Class Hours：36

Main Content: Main Content: Valuation and Analysis of Derivatives is a course combining theory with practice, which possess strong applicability and practicability. The course mainly includes: forward, futures, options, swaps and trade methods, pricing models and trade strategies (and so on) of various investment goods derived from it. It helps students comprehend and master the basic theories and related practice of financial derivatives' tools, typically futures.

主要内容：行为金融学是金融学、心理学、行为学、社会学等学科相交叉的边缘学科，揭示金融市场的非理性行为和决策规律。本课程首先对经典金融学的基本理论和定价原理进行较深入的阐述，继而从信念和偏好的角度展开对经典金融学和行为金融学的分析与研究，并利用行为金融学的有关原理，以心理学的视角介绍金融市场中投资者的非理性行为，探索人们在决策中的偏差和因此导致的影响。通过本课程的学习，使学生加深对影响金融市场的行为因素的理解，了解对金融市场具有系统性影响的行为因素；识别受到行为因素影响的数据的特征；并且把握行为因素对金融市场运营的影响。
     Behavior Finance

Credits：2         

Class Hours：36

Main Content:  Behavior Finance is a cross-frontier branch of science that involves finance, psychology, discipline such as study of behavior, and sociology, revealing the financial market's irrational behavior and decision-making policies. This course first illustrates the fundamental theories and price-fixing principles of the classical finance, later makes analysis and research on classical study of finance and behavior finance from the perspective of complying with one’s belief and preference, makes use of the relevant principles of behavior finance, introduces investors' irrational behaviors in the financial market from the perspective of psychology, and explores people’s deviation in decision-making and the consequent effects. By studying the course, it makes students deepen their understanding of the behavior factors affecting financial market, knows the behavior factors that affects the financial market systematically; distinguish the characteristics of data that the behavior factor affects; grasps the behavior factors that influence the financial market.

    Investment Bank Theory and Practice

Main Content:  Investment Bank Theory and Practice is a course focusing on investment bank business and practice, which enables students to master the fundamental business of investment bank, have a deeper understanding of the development of securities tools, securities market and relevant theories, master the   implement theories, methods and operation strategies by case study and analysis, and grasp the general trend and regulatory system of international investment banks in the international developed countries. By attaching equal importance to theories and practice, its ultimate purpose is to ask students to participate in teaching and improve their ability in applying theories to practice.

    Financial Market and Financial Institution

Class Hours：36

Main Content:  Financial Market and Financial Institution is the science studying financial market running mechanism and their every main body's behavior under market economy condition. This course introduces fundamental financial market theories and operating mechanism, including interest rate mechanism, exchange rate mechanism, risk mechanism, and securities pricing mechanism; studies price fixing method of finance assets including that of currency capital, foreign currencies, venture capital, stock, bonds, futures, call-option etc.; introduces the development and reformation trend of international and Chinese financial market. By learning this course, students can have a deep understanding of the connotation and denotation of the financial market, grasp the core theories of financial marketing, and get engaged in every stage of the business practice.

主要内容：本课程系统介绍商业银行的基本理论与业务的发展，我国的经济发展为商业银行提供了比较宽松的环境，在竞争日益加剧的条件下，商业银行既要改革传统的业务，又要创造新的业务，而且在服务上不断推陈出新，业务的技术性和复杂程度都大大超过以前。通过本课程的学习，要求学生掌握商业银行的基本概念、基本理论、基本业务的操作方式及商业银行的不同管理方式，了解我国商业银行所面临的严峻的竞争局面及国际商业银行经营管理的发展趋势。
    Commercial Bank Management and Operation

Class Hours：36

Main Content:  The course introduces basic theories and business of the commercial bank. The economic growth of our country has provided the comparatively loose and comfortable environment to the commercial bank. Under the condition that competition aggravates gradually, the commercial bank needs to to reform the traditional business, and create new business, and bring forth new service. Its business becomes much more complicated and involves more high-techs than ever before. By studying the course, students are required to know the basic concepts, theories and practice of commercial bank, and diverse management styles of commercial bank, and knows the austere competition Chinese commercial banks are confronted with and the developing trend of international commercial bank management and operation.

    财务报表与分析

主要内容：财务报表分析是经济学专业的限定选修课，通过学习该课程，使学生加深对财务报表的理解，掌握运用财务报表分析和评价企业经营成果和财务状况的方法，从理论、政策与实务三个基本面上，系统的掌握公司财务报表主要项目以及企业整体的财务状况分析方法，熟悉特殊的财务报表问题的分析，了解其他因素对财务报表及其分析的影响，并基本具备通过财务报表评价过去和预测未来的能力，以及帮助利益关系集团改善决策的能力。
          本课程系统介绍了财务报表分析的相关理论、资产质量分析、资本结构质量分析、利润质量与所有者权益变动表分析、现金流量质量分析、合并报表分析等，并结合报表比率分析、结构分析等方法和对报表附注中其他重要信息的分析进行企业财务质量的综合分析。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和期末书面考试组成，考试题型包括单选题、多选题和案例分析题。
   Financial Statement and Analysis

Credits：2         

Total Hours：36

Main Content:  Financial Statement and Analysis is an elective course for students majoring in economics. By studying the course, students can deepen their understanding of financial statement; master the methods of applying analysis of financial statement to analyzing and appraising enterprise economic performance. On three fundamental layers-theory, policy and practice, students know systematically about the main items of company financial statement and enterprise overall financial status analysis method, familiarize with the peculiar financial statement problems, and know the impacts of other factors on financial statement analyses and their effects. And let students basically possess the ability to estimate and forecast future by analyzing financial statement, as well as help interest relation Corp. to improve the ability in decision-making.

              This course systematically introduces relevant theories of financial statement, assets quality analysis, capital structure quality analysis, profit quality and owner's equity change analysis, cash flow quality analysis, combining form report analysis and so on, make comprehensive analysis of other important information in the notes appended to the financial statements to evaluate business finance quality by combining proportion analysis with structural analysis. This course evaluation consists of two parts: regular performance and final written exam performance. The exam paper structure includes the single- choice, multiple-choice and case analysis.

    经济专题和文献研究

主要内容：经济专题和文献研究是为经济学专业的本科高年级学生专门开设的课程。本课程将现实经济问题讨论和经济文献研读结合在一起，以提高学生的经济悟性和分析能力。通过本课程的学习，要求学生能够对前期所学经济学理论的融会贯通，学会观察和捕捉现实经济运行中的热点和焦点问题，有效地提炼经济命题；掌握文献搜索技能和阅读技巧；掌握撰写学术论文的基本程序、规范和道德准则，循序渐进，最终呈现主题突出、观点鲜明、材料翔实、论证有力、层次清楚、行文流畅、格式规范的学年论文。
          本课程的主要内容包括：经济学、管理学等学科的基本概念、理论的回顾和串联；中国经济转型的过程和转型中的重要改革事件、当前经济热点问题评论；经济文献的搜索、精选、阅读和评论；经济学建模的基本方法和思路；学术论文写作的基本规范和步骤；经济数据的搜集和整理、数据处理软件的应用技巧等。本课程的成绩由平时成绩和学年论文成绩组成，学年论文的题目由学生自行拟定，但须经授课教师认可。
    Economics Research and Literature Reading

Credits：2         

Total Hours：36

Main Content: Economics Research and Literature Reading is a course established exclusively for senior students majoring in economics. This course links discussion on real economy problems with economics literature reading, in order to improve students’ comprehension and analysis ability in economics. By studying the course, students are required to master the theories of economics learned in earlier stage , learn to observe and catch hot-spot issues in real economy operation, refine economy topics effectively; grasp the document searching and reading skills; know the basic procedures, norm and code of ethics in writing an academic thesis , advance gradually in due order, and present the ultimate academic year thesis with outstanding subject, distinct viewpoint, full and accurate material, forceful demonstration, clear arrangement of ideas, fluent manners of writing, and standard form. 
This course mainly includes basic concepts of economics and management; retrospect of theories; the important reformation events in the process of Chinese economy transforming, current hot-spot economy issues; searching, selection, reading and review of economic literature; fundamental methods and thinking way of economics model, basic standards and procedures in academic thesis writing; collection of economic data; application techniques of data-handling software. This course evaluation consists of two parts: regular performance and academic year thesis writing performance. The academic year thesis topic is designed by student himself, under the approval of his lecturer.
